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1 Introduction

This Inception Report is the first deliverable under the contract for the request for services reference and the annexed "Task specifications: Impact analysis in the domain of Information and Network Security and Other Confidence Building Technologies (the domain that is now managed by the Unit "ICT for Trust and Security"
) from the European Commission DG Information Society and Media under Framework Contract No 30-CE-0029513/00-42.

The Inception Report provides the detailed operational objectives, methodology and deliverables for the domain study which have been described at a general level in the Offer of Services and the overall Framework Contract and its annexes.

2 Objectives of the Study

The purpose of this assignment is to carry out an analysis of the impacts originating from the activities which have been funded by DG INFSO in the area of Trust & Confidence under FP5 during the period 1999-2004. As Exhibit 1 shows, the domain contains a number of different but related foci and covers a number of topic areas including “identification and authentication”, “secure electronic transactions”, “technologies for trust & security”, “technologies for key security challenges” and “architectures, concepts and paradigms for trust and confidence“.
